Miss Tennessee 2010
Nicole Jordan’s lifelong dream came true when she was crowned Miss Tennessee 2010 on June 19, 2010 in Jackson, Tennessee, at the Carl Perkins Civic Center.  As the newly crowned Miss Tennessee, Nicole serves as the Miss Tennessee Scholarship Foundation’s Spokesperson for Character Education. She is also the Goodwill Ambassador for Children’s Miracle Network for the state of Tennessee, home to five CMN hospitals.  

Nicole is a senior at the University of Alabama majoring in Musical Theatre Performance with a minor in Communications. Nicole was ranked in the Top 20 percent of her Freshman and Junior classes at the University of Alabama, has been a Dean’s List student for three semesters, and a member of the Phi Eta Sigma Honor Society, Tri-M Music Honor Society, Alpha Psi Omega Honor Society, Lambda Sigma Chi Honor Society and Sigma Alpha Lambda.   Nicole is the recipient of Anna Travis Memorial Scholarship and also received one year’s full tuition to the University of Alabama.  Nicole was named a National Society Collegiate Scholar, a group which selected Nicole as their delegate to represent the University of Alabama’s chapter at the 2009 Presidential Inaugural Conference in Washington DC. 

The philanthropic programs Nicole has established in her community have led her to become a promoter and a volunteer with America’s Promise Alliance (APA), believing that all children deserve the five promises represented in APA’s mission statement. The Five Promises are those developmental resources that young people need for success in life: Caring Adults, Safe Places, A Healthy Start, Effective Education  and Opportunities to Help Others.  Everything APA does as an Alliance is built around the framework of ensuring that more young people experience more of the Promises. 
Nicole has founded unique philanthropic programs that impact her community and address APA’s Five Promises. In order to target the Promise of Caring Adults, she established a youth mentoring program called “Girl Talk” at her local Youth Villages chapter in Memphis, Tennessee.  Girl Talk has afforded Nicole the opportunity to address over 600 young girls regarding some of the daunting issues that face today’s teenage girls. 

In alignment with APA’s Promise of Safe Places, Nicole has raised money to purchase new car seats to help make infants safe upon their dismissal of the hospital to underprivileged mothers.  She coordinated her efforts with a Children’s Miracle Network hospital and has also raised over $3,500 for the Children’s Miracle Network.  For her work with the Memphis area CMN hospitals, Nicole was named one of Memphis’s Most Outstanding Young Women.

In addition to Girl Talk, Nicole founded a Shoes for Souls program that she has expanded statewide to target APA’s Promise of A Healthy Start.  Nicole has partnered with a major athletic shoe company to distribute over 1,800 pair of athletic shoes to youth across the state of Tennessee who are in great need of proper footwear. To date, Nicole has distributed over $120,000 worth of new footwear and through her Shoes for Souls program, encourages the benefiting teens to lead a healthy lifestyle through physical fitness.  

Nicole was excited to participate in America’s Promise Alliance’s May 2010 Dropout Summit in Memphis which addressed APA’s Effective Education Promise.  She has been working with community leaders on strategic planning to target school retention rates and is also devising a plan for the subsequent Teen Summit to be held in Memphis in the fall of 2010.  This initiative has been initiated and supported by President Obama and APA Founding Chairman, General Colin Powell.  

Nicole completed her first marathon this year as she participated in the New York City Marathon, finishing the race with her father on a broken foot.  Nicole is the youngest of four children and resides in Cordova, Tennessee.  

Nicole will travel to Las Vegas, Nevada in January of 2011 to compete for the title of Miss America. She is honored and blessed to have the great opportunity to be a role model and mentor to thousands of students in the State of Tennessee.
